Course Description:

Along with a review of grammar and a survey of literature featuring the works of important
authors from around the world, writing strategies such as variety, emphasis and sentence logic
are incorporated for use in executing writing assignments that include a research paper, an
exercise in analogy, all in conjunction with continued work in literary analysis.
